A minimum of 2.0 foot-candles is
required on the parking surface (which may be reduced to 1.0 foot-candles for the outer perimeter of the parking
lot. Values below 1.0 are found on the entrance drive from Lyndale.

not to be visible from adjoining or adjacent lands. All screening must be consistent with the standards in §
21.301.15. Before the erection of any screening required by this section, the plans for such screening must be
approved by the Planning Manager.

4)  Athird party protection engineer code analysis may be required for the building sprinkler system to ensure
adequate protection for the commaodity, storage arrangement and operations of the business.

5)  Building/property shall be adequately signed for emergency response.
