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Mechanical / HVAC Notes
1. Install VOC extractor as a ceiling-mounted standalone

recirculating unit per manufacturer instructions.
2. Support unit from building structure; do not hang from ceiling

tiles or grid.
3. Provide required clearances around intake and discharge for

unobstructed airflow.
4. Maintain minimum access space for filter replacement and

service.
5. Coordinate final location to avoid lights, beams, piping, and

architectural obstructions.
6. Provide dedicated electrical circuit and local disconnect per

electrical code.
7. All wiring shall comply with NEC and local authority

requirements.
8. Provide vibration isolation hardware where required to limit noise

and resonance.
9. Seal any ceiling penetrations per applicable fire and building

code.
10. Ensure the unit operates independently and is not tied to HVAC

supply or return ductwork.
11. Verify airflow direction and operation prior to commissioning.
12. Ensure installed height allows effective room air circulation and

does not create dead zones.
13. Coordinate placement with HVAC return grille to allow treated air

to mix and flow back to the central system.
14. Installer shall verify that mounting hardware and supports meet

structural requirements.
15. After installation, perform final functional testing for airflow,

noise, vibration, and proper recirculation.
